Where no such agreement can be reached, 

the lead partner will indicate this when submitting changes for approval to the Contracting Authority. 

 

5(4)The costs incurred by the partners are eligible in the same way as those incurred by the Grant 

Beneficiary (lead partner), according to their roles in the project. 

 

Art. 6. Property. 

 

6 (1) Before the end of the action, the partners will agree on an equitable distribution of equipment, 

vehicles and supplies for the action purchased with the EU grant among local partners situated in the 

target areas. Copies of the transfer titles will be attached to the final report. 

 

Art 7. Final dispositions
